Yesterday's operational period did 
not record any perimeter growth. The fire activity remains limited to an extensive amount ot heavy down 
fuels and tree roots. These fuels continue to smolder, during exposure to direct sun light the flame 
production does increase.

SPECIFIC: 
Fire weakened landscape will continue to create rolling materials (large rocks / stumps /IDgs). Watch out for 
snags as cat faces continue to smolder and root bases may still be smolderinq, There is the opportunity for 
thunderstorms to develop in the afternoon as breaks in the cloud coverage heat the surface. If the surface 
has an opportunity to heat up there is sufficient residual moisture to trigger thunderstorms. 

Branch I - DIV FII will have the greatest chance for an increase in fire activity as unburned Dr partially 
burned fuels (dirty burn) will be in alignment with the predicted wind pattern. 

Branch \I - The 1000 Lakes Wilderness Area due to the unknown natural fuel loading and the Minimal 
Impact Suppression Tactics (MIST) provides the best opportunity for any increased fire behavior.

During the initial operational periods the ERC's (RAWS - 40630) were at a 10 yr high 
93%. Due to the rain ERG's dropped to a 10 yr low of 50% WED and are forecasted to 
spike to mid 70% by the start of the weekend. Crews should not assume that the rain 
received will have a lasting effect on short tenn fire behavior,

Do not compromise safetyfor the protection andpreservation ofarchaeological and historic 
properties. When possible andprudent: 

1.	 Be on the lookout for prehistoric archaeological sites. These sites may include seasonal 
camps marked by the presence of obsidian and/or basalt flakes and village sites that also 
include dark midden soils and perhaps circular housepit depressions. The Native 
American groups living in the area at time ofhistoric contact was the Achomawi in the 
northern fire area and Atsugewi in the south.. 

2.	 Be on the lookout for historic archaeological sites. These sites may include old
 
homesteads now marked by the presence of foundations, wells, and can dumps, early
 
sawmill sites, abandoned ditches, and stacked rock foundation remains.
 

3.	 Look for these prehistoric and historic sites in flat areas, especially adjacent to streams
 
and springs.
 

4.	 Known sites will be marked with ribbons of solid red and solid white plastic flagging
 
tape. Note that much of the area has never been surveyed for archaeological resources
 
and many sites out there have yet to be discovered.
 

5.	 Ifyou observe archaeological resources, flagged or unflagged, attempt to avoid with
 
ground disturbing activities altogether.
 

6.	 If avoidance is not possible, minimize ground disturbance. Use a hand crew rather than a
 
dozer to remove fuels from control lines that must cross site areas if possible.
 

7.	 Note locations of discovered artifacts, features, and/or sites on a map. Better yet take a
 
GPS reading ifpossible. Leave information for the archaeologist with the Plans Unit so
 
that the sites can be relocated and protected during Fire Suppression Repair.
 

8.	 If you find artifacts leave them in place. Some artifacts may have been intentionally
 
placed for religious or ceremonial reasons.
 

9.	 If you encounter a burial or other human remains, cease work in the area and contact
 
Division immediately. Division in turn should report the discovery to the archaeologist.
