GENERAL.:

Crews continue to address hot spots near the control lines. With the high winds yesterday and the predicted
winds today these hot spots will continue to fester and require suppression/mop-up action. There is a
lowered expectation for significant fire growth from the Eiler as resources are able to address these
concerns. New fire potential around the area in similar fuels in optimal alignment, FWWD Rates of spread

(40 to 80 ft/min), Flame Lengths (11 to 20 ft) with Probability of Ignition from Firebrand at 58%.

August outlook

Extremely dry fuels in many areas with Live Fuel Moisture falling to 65-105% with record drought levels have
pushed much of the region to very critical fire potential levels.

The increased late July early August fire activity should continue with a broad high pressure system that is
expected to be the dominate weather feature across CAL. The result of this kind of a pattern would result in
temperatures about 4 — 8 degrees above normal for what is already the hottest and driest time of year.
Climate Prediction Center expects temperatures for the entire month of August to be above normal. There is

7 Day Outlook Potential

Fuels in the Sierra / Cascades and Northeast CAL have moderated due to the recent
showers. The rest of the region continues to dry out from the rain event earlier in the week.
Those fuels that have dropped, some to below seasonal averages will quickly rebound and
be back to seasonably critical levels with the introduction of some hot and or wind days.

For Northeast and Northern Sierra a high risk event warning is in place today for
increasing WSW winds.. :

AIR OPERATICNS:
Light to moderate turbulence is being forecasted with the predicted winds, this could ground air resources.

. SAFETY
‘l have never seen fire behavior like this before” is a statement being made by the troops, from just about
every fire. Whether it relates to high rates of spread in fuel driven fires, downhill fire progression, weather
systems, ice caps, plume dominated fire with collapse or an Eiler Fire Highlight, the Fire Tornado. This FIRE
SEASON is well on its way up to becoming an epic fire season.

Do not treat any fire this season as ROUTINE, assume and prepare for higher than expected levels of fire
behavior for all situations.

Complacency

stay engaged and empower your subordinates. Motivation is the cure for complacency!

v Everyone has a responsibility for safety; work as a team and communicate objectives clearly

v" Wear all appropriate PPE — Replace damaged and worn equipment

Hydration, Nutrition and Fatigue

v" As personnel work more and more shifts on the line and the weather becomes warmer — Dehydration
can accumulate and sneak up on you. Make sure you are staying hydrated. Minimum of ONE QUART
per HOUR per person. Drink 1 electrolyte drink for every 2 waters

v' Take frequent short breaks with small meals or snacks on regular intervals

v Monitor Personnel for Fatigue - Consider decreasing intervals for breaks or Increasing time — “This is a
marathon; NOT a sprint!™

Hazard Trees

v/ Size up all trees before approaching. Identify and tag hazard trees. Minimize exposure under and
around frees. Post lookouts as necessary. Refer to IRPG pg. 22-23

v" Be alert for hot ash stump holes and ash pits. Watch your footing!

Driving

v" Roadways are open be aware of other drivers when working along roadways — They may not see you!
Use warning devices and flaggers as necessary

California Drought Emergency

The following shall be considered and implemented by all fire resources as a means to provide maximum efficiencies
when utilizing water resources, while minimizing the impacts to private and public water supplies. Accountability shall be
maintained for all water supplies that are utilized and care should be applied to ensure proper replacement and/or
reimbursement to the supplier/owner.

Fireline personnel- (During mop up operations)
¢ Use Pencil Hose and Garden Nozzles with Shut-Offs.
e Use Back pumps.
* Use Dry Mop-up and consolidation of heavy fuels to areas where they can burn out safely.
* Locate/Relocate Firelines to lighter fuels or natural barriers when safe.
* Set up and use portable tanks in anticipation of longer transport times for Water Tenders.
e Use of foams, gels and other water enhancers.
e Evaluate need to mop up in excess of 200 feet from fireline.

Road Maintenance and Repair-
* Monitor and water roads only when and where needed.
»  Water when most effective (evening and nights).
* Use chemical treatments when available (Magchloride, Omni bind etc.).
* Consider use of tertiary or treated water.

Aviation Operations-
* Consider use of Gels, Foams and Retardants. Set up portable plants.
* Consider using Blivits and Pencil Hose for interior mop up operations as opposed to numerous bucket drops.
¢ Establish and use pre-use agreements for existing and known water sources.
e Use large watershed dip sites when able. Minimize use of small, static ponds and lakes.
* Maintain accountability of water used and locations of dip sites.
* Evaluate need for interior bucket drops.

Private Water Supplies-
* Notify property owner as early as possible.
* Minimize usage and develop alternative water supplies when and where appropriate.
* Track usage (meter, ICS-214, IMT3 Water Usage Reports) and develop a plan to replace water.
¢ Make arrangements for reimbursement and damage claims if needed.

Public/Municipal Water Supplies-
* Notify Agency as soon as possible and request a representative to the incident.
* Identify fill areas and request metering devices. Note locations on incident map.
e Use alternative or reclaimed water sources when available. Note locations on incident map.
* Make arrangements for reimbursement and damage claims if needed.

Management and Supervision-

* Consider complexity of water use on incidents. Establish a Water Supply Group Supervisor to coordinate
additional resources to support the incident needs.

¢ Complete the Water Usage Report daily and turn in to Finance.
* Review this check list and brief daily.

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Minimum Impact Suppression Tactics

The intent of minimum impact suppression tactics (MIST) is to manage a wildland fire with the least
impact to natural and cultural resources. Firefighter safety, fire conditions, and good judgment dictate

the actions taken. By minimizing impacts of fire management actions, unnecessary resource damage is

prevented and cost savings can be realized. These actions include, but are not limited to:

e Consider:

- Cold-trailing fireline.

- Using wetline or sprinklers as control line.

- Using natural or human made barriers to limit fire spread.

- Burning out sections of fireline.

- Limiting width and depth of fireline necessary to limit fire spread.

* Locate pumps and fuel sources to minimize impacts to streams.

e Minimize cutting of trees and snags to those that pose safety or line construction concerns.
¢ Move or roll downed material out of fireline construction area.

« In areas of low spotting potential, allow large-diameter logs to burn out.

e Limb only fuels adjacent to the fireline with potential to spread outside the line or produce spotting
issues.

e Scrape around tree bases near fireline likely to cause fire spread or act as ladder fuel.

¢ Minimize bucking of logs to check/extinguish hot spots; preferably roll logs to extinguish and return
logs to original position.

* Utilize extensive cold-trailing and/or hot-spot detection devices along perimeter.
* Increased use of fireline patrols/monitoring.

e Flush-cut stumps after securing fireline.
