[bookmark: _GoBack]Significant expansion of fire perimeter, mostly to the northwest, on the slopes of Burney Mountain.  A large area of intense heat was found on the western edge of the fire.  Most of the interior is scattered heat.  A new polygon was detected about 3.5 miles northwest of the main perimeter, near Rising River Lake.  3 Isolated hot spots were located outside the perimeter and are labelled with Lat/Long on the map.
