	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
· Less heat than previous mapping, two days earlier.   A few small pockets of intense heat persist in the northwestern quadrant of the fire, in the Doyle Butte area, and in the southern edge of the perimeter, in the southern edge of the fire, near Freaner Peak and Eiler Butte.  The remainder of the interior is scattered or isolated heat.
· Also, 10 isolated hot spots were located outside the perimeter and labelled with Lat/Longs.  Four of these points are located east of the fire perimeter, in somewhat remote areas (i.e. , in the lava fields just east of Hwy 89, and just off Forest Road 34N17, near Murken Bench.
· Slight reduction in acreage due to more accurate mapping – the latest fire perimeter from the incident was used, which had numerous segments mapped in more detail from field observations.  However, there were several cases where the new, more detailed perimeter was pulled back from areas that had shown heat detections on earlier flights.  In this case, the original mapped Infrared Heat Perimeter was maintained out to the extent of the previously burned areas.
