The many years of drought has limited the ground
moisture allowing for the roots to continue to smolder and burn deeper underground. These roots will continue
to burn over the next several weeks. The ember production from the fire has been reduced but there is still a
slight possibility if an island becomes active or new fire develops a column it could create a spot fire. Continue
to recheck the portions of the fire from previous days to check for smoldering fuels.

CSR 7 Day Outlook CNR 7 Day Qutlook

SPECIFIC:

Division E in the Mokelumne River drainage will continue to have smoldering material due to the difficult
terrain. Continue to watch for rolling material as the larger fuels consume and become loose. Any area of the
fire where there is still canopy cover watch for the development of a new surface layer as the leaves and
needles continue to fall. Monitor the areas were trees have been fell to confirm they are not on hot spots
which could ignite them. Make sure to dig stump holes and roots out to ensure there is no more heat or
smoldering material.

o Install waterbars where waterbars previously existed.
Install waterbars where needed based on guidelines.
Install or maintain rolling dips where a rolling dip previously existed.
Install or maintain existing berms where applicable.
Clean culverts plugged with soil and rock resulting from fire suppression actions.
Remove all slash and debris from culvert inlets\outlets resulting from suppression
actions.
¢ C(Clean and grade ditch lines and lead off ditches as necessary.
e  Water roads for dust abatement.

Hand Lines, Dozer Lines, and Safety Zones
e [nstall waterbars as described in the guidelines below. Waterbars are designed to
intercept, slow and spread the precipitation run-off in order to reduce sediment
transport and soil erosion. The idea is to move water off the fireline before it can
build up enough energy to erode and transport sediment. Direct waterbars into
“green” vegetation whenever possible.

Waterbar Guidelines:

These spacing distances should be used as a guide. Judgment should be used in locating
waterbars to minimize erosion potential. It may not be possible or necessary to place
waterbars in steep or rocky areas. Install waterbars at the following recommended
minimum intervals:
