I started with perimeter provided by incident:
20150916_2119_Butte_CAAEU024918_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_California_Teale_Albers. The heat perimeter did not change. 

Note: There are two spots of isolated heat to the west that are likely not related to this fire. One is by an industrial plant and the other in what looks like a campground.

Isolated heat sources are throughout the interior. I’ve noted the coordinates on the map of those that are close to the perimeter (within ~250’).
