[bookmark: _GoBack]The (1,275 ac.) fire near Pine Mountain continues to show some growth with Intense and Scattered Heat along most parts of its perimeter edge. There is one spot isolated heat signature east of Lost Lake. The IR scanner had a false positive hits around the north perimeter due to the heat of the smoke column. I used the color imagery to help depict the false trips.

The (1,339 ac.) fire West of Alderpoint is showing some Intense Heat on the northeast flank.

The (207 ac.) fire up Bluford Creek has progressed northeast along the 2S09 road.
