8,305 acres / all 8 fires in scan box
4,813 / State DPA / 7-fires
[bookmark: _GoBack]Cloud Cover kept us from seeing any heat on fires: 271 acre, 304 acre, 820 acre and the north end of 1,341 acre fire. (see Cloud cover map). Scan run 5 was able to produce heat signatures for the Lasic fire (3,488), the Pine Fire (1,721) and the 208 acre fires.  

Lassic fire (3,488 acre) had minimal perimeter movement on the west, moderate movement on the south and the majority of the movement was on the south east corner. There was intense heat and movement toward Signal Peak and Little Van Duzen River. A lot movement on the east perimeter toward Dutchman camp and Shanty.

The (1,721 ac.) fire near Pine Mountain displayed some growth with Intense heat along the southeast corner at the head of Dobbyn Creek. The heat outside of the main perimeter has now been absorbed into the main perimeter.

The 208 acre fire has two heat source.
One heat signature in the 147 Acre.
No heat signatures in the 271 acre fire However it was covered with cloud.
No heat signatures in the 304 acre fire However it was covered with cloud.
No heat signatures in the 820 acre fire. However it was covered with cloud.
One heat signatures in the 1,341 acre fire. The north end had some cloud cover.
