	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
All the heat was mapped as isolated tonight, with an attempt to place every heat source accurately.

Used previous night’s IR Heat Perimeter, no changes were necessary, as no growth was detected.

Tonight one heat source was detected outside the heat perimeter, within the 2015 Rocky fire perimeter.  The lat/long is marked with a callout on all the maps.  It is at:  38° 54.553’ N x 122° 28.297’ W. 
 
Overall, fewer isolated heat sources detected on the incident tonight.  

All the isolated heat sources that were within 500 feet of the heat perimeter, Highway 175 or Highway 29, or one of the identified communities, were identified and the lat/longs calculated.  A call-out label was placed on the 2nd 11x17 and ANSI E map for each of the 10 isolated heat sources detected within 500 feet of one of the highways, towns or the perimeter.  There is an additional shapefile, 20150922_2130_Valley_IR_IsolatedHeatSources_500ft_Buffer_WGS84, which has just those isolated heat sources with the lat/longs attached as attributes.   These were calculated using the WGS84 datum.  Although the lat/longs are given with 4 or 5 decimal places, they are probably not that accurate as they were collected at about 10,000 ft above ground level and there has been a high level of distortion in the IR imagery throughout the duration of this incident.
