	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
I used 9/26 IR heat perimeter as a base to start tonight's interpretation.      

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Valley Fire displayed no perimeter increase in last night’s imagery (remains 76,209 acres), note below.  There are a total of 23 isolated heat sources: 21 scattered throughout the interior of the fire and 2 heat sources found outside the fire perimeter.   The isolated heat source found outside of the fire perimeter are located outside the Southeastern edge of the Fire, and one located approximately 4.4 miles east of the eastern (middle) edge of the fire.  There were a few isolated heat sources found on last night’s imagery within the vicinity of existing power plant’s (within middle western section of fire and outside western edge), geothermal wells, and obvious structures near roads (not mapped).  All other isolated heat sources that were not associated with structures and/or features discussed above were mapped.  All isolated heat sources where given X/Y coordinates, so Operations may download into GPS and navigate to these areas.

Note:  There was slight orthorectification correction on last night’s imagery as noted above.  The (4) isolated heat sources found on the southeastern edges of the fire are found close to perimeter edge, yet the perimeter was not increased.  This area should be verified for perimeter increase.
