	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Tonight was the first IR scan for this fire. The heat perimeter grew by 1,428 acres from the GIS perimeter received from the incident.  There is intense heat on multiple flanks of this fire mostly on the eastern edge.  There is scattered heat all within the interior with small isolated pockets of no heat or isolated heat.  I could have probably shaved a little of the perimeter off where I saw no heat at all along the southern edge and southeast edge but I decided to leave that perimeter the same as I received it from the incident.
