	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tonight was the second IR scan for this fire. The heat perimeter grew by 67 acres from the previous IR flight.  This growth mainly occurred near the dam and spillway on Cache Creek. There is intense heat only in this area and this maybe should have been scattered heat.  There is scattered heat within the interior with small isolated pockets of no heat or isolated heat.  I did include a couple of isolated heat sources that were located outside of the fire perimeter.  One was located fairly close to the western edge of the fire about midway up in the Anderson Flat area.  The second heat source was detected way to the northwest of the fire perimeter in the town of Clear Lake.
