	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
 There was a little growth along the Northeast corner.
There was also a moderate growth inside the pocket on the Southeast corner.
There was also a little growth along the Northeast corner as well.

There were various isolated heat sources at or over the line and these will have Lat and Long tags. The most concern is the ones near Tims Peak and the one near the far Northeast side of the fire corner.
[bookmark: _GoBack]I also found 3 isolated heat sources Southwest of the main fire, they appears to be some type of warming fires well away from the main fire.

Also there was a heat plume on the Northeast corner that caused issues for me to see the exact fire edge.
There appears to be a increase in isolated heat sources on the Hello fire to the east of the Fort Complex. I have placed a 300 foot buffer from the fires edge for referance. There appears to be a few isolated heats within 300 feet.
These have been flagged with Lat and Long lables.
