IR Report Titus Fire
Imagery taken August 4, 2006 2317
The flight over the fire was on August 4, 2006 at about 2317. The Plane was N144Z flown by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gough was the technician. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by James “Buck” Buchanan on August 5, 2006 at 0045.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0330 on August 5, 2006.  
The last IR flight for this complex was 2 days ago.  Since that time the heat perimeter for the Titus fire has expanded mainly along the northwestern edge.  There was also some expansion of heat signatures toward the Johnson Hunting Ground area.  Of particular significance was a spot of heat approximately 15-20 acres in size to the east centered at N 41º 37’ 3” W 123º 19’ 2”.
