IR Report Hunter Fire
Imagery taken August 5, 2006 0010
The flight over the fire was on August 5, 2006 at about 0015. The Plane was N144Z flown by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gough was the technician. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by James “Buck” Buchanan on August 5, 2006 at 0300.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0330 on August 5, 2006.  
A significant amount of heat was observed on this heat imagery.  Most of the activity was along the south edges with most of the pockets from last night closing together.  There is some notable activity outside of the western edges of the perimeter along a road that indicates a possible burnout in progress.  The only exception to this is a very small area of heat detected off the northwest edge south of Salmon Creek in Section 10.   All other edges show little or no activity.
