IR Report Hunter Fire
Imagery taken August 7, 2006 0300
The flight over the fire was on August 7, 2006 at about 0300. The Plane was N144Z flown by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gough & L. Mitchell were the technicians. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by James “Buck” Buchanan on August 7, 2006 at 0345.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0500 on August 7, 2006.  
The burnout seems to be progressing well as indicated by most all heat sources growing towards each other in the southwestern quadrant.  The only other activity as indicated by the heat signatures was on the south side, mainly between the spot northeast of Dicks Butte and the main fire.  This spot grew to the south and to the west and roughly doubled in size.  There was also some growth on the perimeter west of Black Butte River.
