IR Report Hunter Fire
Imagery taken August 13, 2006 2109
The flight over the fire was on August 13, 2006 at about 2109. The Plane was N144Z flown by Simpson and Johnson.  Marvin Morford was the technician. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by James “Buck” Buchanan on August 13, 2006 at 2135.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 2400 on August 13, 2006.  
There was a good bit of growth in the southwestern portion of the imagery, in the area of the burnout.  It appears that the burnout perimeters have joined with the main perimeter in many locations.  There were also some spots of heat found in between the burnout area southeast of Haydon Rock, east of the road.  However, there was not enough heat to indicate that the two areas had joined.  There was also a small spot of heat noticed to the northwest, in Section 10, triangulated between O’Neil Place, Buzzard Roost, and McCoy Spring.  It is located approximately 200 feet to the northwest of a former heat spot.  Other than that there were few heat signatures found and therefore few other modifications to the perimeter.
There were no heat signatures noticed in the two areas noted on the last imagery, one was found just west of Logan Basin at N39º 40’ 43.96”, W122º 59’ 27.98” and the other was almost due west along a tributary to Jack Hollow Creek at N39º 40’ 45.18, W123º 00’ 7.05”.  We know the scanner was having problems that night and that those were most likely scanner errors.  If you want those polygons removed, let me know and we will do so.
