IR Report Somes Fire

Imagery taken August 3, 2006 2200
There was some growth of the fire on the southeast corner and on the northeast corner.  The west edge near the road was active but this looks like a burnout. It also appears that there is some burnout activity about one mile south of the fire.  This is confirmed by the Incident Action Plan.  However I am uncertain if these are isolated spots or part of a finger of fire that is burning in a east south east direction from the south most point of the Fire.  At this point there are two areas with an old parimeter line.  Only the east most area had any heat.  In between the two areas are several spots.   
The flight over the fire was on August 3, 2006 at about 2200. The Plane was N144Z flow by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gougl is the technician. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by Dave Worel on August 4, 2006 at 0015.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0130 on the same date.
