IR Report Buck Fire

Imagery taken August 3, 2006 2211

The flight over the fire was on August 3, 2006 at about 2211 hours. The Plane was N144Z flow by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gough was the technician. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by James “Buck” Buchanan on August 4, 2006 at 0055.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0130 on the same date.  
Heat signatures indicated an overall decrease in activity within the main body of the fire as compared to last nights imagery.  There is still not a clearly defined perimeter but a perimeter layer was added tonight so as to better track heat sources over time.  This perimeter is a combination of heat from last night and tonight.  Notably, there were a very small amount of heat signatures on tonight’s imagery approximately 1.22 miles to the ESE of any heat found earlier.  Topographic maps do not indicate any roads nearby.
