IR Report Somes Fire
Imagery taken August 5, 2006 2156
The flight over the fire was on August 5, 2006 at about 2156. The Plane was N144Z flow by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gough is the technician. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by David Worel on August 5, 2006 at 2330.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0130 on August 6, 2006.  
The most activity detected by the IR flight tonight was the expansion of the burnout along the ridge between South Fork Creek and Cheenitch Creek toward Pearch Creek Campground.  There were also some heat signatures off of the southeast corner of the fire south toward and along Pearch Creek.  Other than that, most of the active heat spots were along the eastern edge and the southwestern edge.  There were some cooler heat signatures and a small spot of live fire detected along a line off of the northwest corner down to the edge of Highway 96.
