IR Report Somes Fire
Imagery taken August 7, 2006 0225
The flight over the fire was on August 7, 2006 at about 0225. The Plane was N144Z flown by Wallstrom and Gima.  Tom Gough and L. Mitchell were the technicians. The flight objective was to find hot spots.  The imagery was interpreted by David Worel on August 7, 2006 at 0330.  The information was uploaded to the FTP site at about 0530 on August 7, 2006.  
There was heat perimeter expansion in several small places mostly along the southeast side.  The Burnout on south side has increased some.  There are some spots between the burnout and the main fire that likely from the burnout.  However the area has cooled sufficiently that I can not tell for sure where the spots came from.  
There is one small heat source to the south of the southeast corner.  It is small and is located about 123 26’ 51” W 41 17’41” N.  That listed position should be within 100 yards of the heat source.

Jack, please note that we checked on the hot spot shape file datum.  It is indeed NAD 27 UTM 10 rather than NAD 83 UTM 10.  Try that and if it doesn’t work, the only other solution would be for your GIST to open the hot spots and export them out to another shape file name.  This will produce the same files with supporting projection file included.
