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Imagery flown 21:10 and 21:03 hours MDT
There were a few hot spots, again, along the edges in the Salt Creek and Lost Lake Creek area of Hancock Fire.  This was the only area of very slight growth.  I closed off the hook there on the hillside above Lost Creek.  I tried to make the unburned area an island, but the intersection tool wasn’t doing what I wanted it to.  I subtracted this acreage from the larger polygon for the total on the PDF.  There was scattered heat inside the main fire.  The Uncle Fire had no growth and two single heat sources.

The Titus Fire had the same heat sources inside the perimeter.  I used the perimeter from 9/20/2006.
