· Snags and green trees continue to fall – post lookouts.

Transportation Issues
· Media vehicles and Sat trucks on the closed section of hwy 89.
· More of the public is moving back into the area, watch for individuals not watching the road.

· The roads are still steep and narrow in areas, always drive with caution and keep your speeds down.
