Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The fire is currently burning within 0.5 miles south of Antelope Lake and 10 miles SW of Honey Lake, entirely within the Plumas National Forest & Plumas County, California.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates omni-directional fire spread more pronounced to the E & NE.
· A RAWS station lies within the > 80% fire spread probability zone, along the western edge of the current fire perimeter.
· Frazier Cabin & Cabin Fourteen are located within the current fire perimeter.
· Antelope Lake & Antelope Dam lie within the > 80% fire spread probability zone
· 9 recreation points surrounding Antelope Lake are threatened.
· Building clusters are located within the NE section of the current fire perimeter
· Building clusters to the SE and NE are threatened within the fire spread probability zones, whereas clusters to the W & SW lie just outside the <1 % fire spread probability zone.
