	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

China fire had some fairly intense heat on the south edge of the fire and the heat perimeter was extended in that area.  There may have been much more heat than was captured by IR over the rest of the fire.  There was cloud cover over the majority of the fire area which obscured the heat detection.  There were several areas of heat outside of yesterday's perimeter to the north and east of the 7/14 heat perimeter, but due to cloud cover, no clear connection to the old perimeter existed.  They were mapped as separate perimeters tonight.  The aircraft made a second attempt to scan the China fire, but the cloud cover was persistent.  The acreage increase ONLY includes the part of the heat that was detectable through or around the clouds.
Back fire had only a couple of heat sources and there was no increase in acreage.
There are five shapefiles included in the 20070715_China_Back_IR_Shapefiles.zip:  IR Heat Perimeter (China), IR Intense Heat polygons (China), IR isolated Heat Sources (one for China, one for Back), and one non-standard shapefiles - Cloud Cover.  The cloud cover was mapped to show where IR data was not collected.
