	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

China fire showed a lot less intense heat tonight.  There was enough heat on the south central part of the perimeter to attempt to map the heat perimeter there.  On the southwest part of the fire, although there were some weak heat signatures, it was not enough to be able to map the perimeter.  Did not have a perimeter from the Incident to work from, so on the west half of the fire, heat was mapped with no change in the perimeter.  The acreage increase ONLY includes the part of the perimeter where enough heat was detected.   
There was a single heat source to the east of the main body of the fire, it is on a hill to the east of the mouth of Skunk Gulch.  The lat/long is:  41 50.34' x -122 40.48'.

No heat was detected tonight on the Back fire; no increase in acreage from IR.
There are three shapefiles included in the 20070716_China_Back_IR_Shapefiles.zip:  IR Heat Perimeter (China), IR Intense Heat polygons (China), and IR isolated Heat Sources (China).  There were no IR shapefiles for the Back fire as not heat was detected.
