Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· Colby2 is burning in Tehama Co. on State Hwy 32, 46-mi SSW of Redding, CA.  The fire is burning completely within the Lassen NF at this time, but the area is surrounded by private land on the N, W, and S sides with a USFS, Experimental Research Natural Area to the immediate E.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 10-day projection indicates omni-directional fire-spread extending through private and USFS jurisdiction (including Inventoried Roadless Area [minor acreage]).  The fire has the potential to spread out of Tehama Co, to Butte Co. 
· There are few communities at risk; those that are, are shown in the 1 - 5% probability zone.  Butte Meadows (S of the fire) is the only community with numerous structures in that zone.
Values assessed in this Report:
· NOTE: Analysis of assets within the 80% Spread Probability Zone includes values-at-risk that may be within the active fire perimeter; any assets within the active perimeter are not independently analyzed.

· Subtotals of USFS jurisdictions within Inventoried Roadless or designated Wilderness areas
· Building cluster points per Tehama and Butte counties GIS parcel layer

· The potential impact to Plumas County is negligible (< 500-ac. in 1 - 5% probability zone).
· Mill Creek (N), Polk Springs (W), Jonesville (S) are hamlets that are at or in 1 - 5% probability zone.
· Deer Creek (E) and Mineral (N) are in the “rare event zone.”

· Major power line intersects 3.5-miles of the N edge of the 1 - 5% probability zone.
