Major Hazards and Risks: 

NIGHT OPERATIONS: Maintain situational awareness 

DRIVING: Adjust speed to conditions  

HYDRATION: Push water consumption 

FATIGUE: Pace yourself, and get quality day rest. 

 

NIGHT OPERATIONS:  Sometimes we tend to let our guard down working on the 
night shift.  The same hazards exist at night and may be harder to see.  Example: 
terrain, snags and traffic.   Check your communications before starting your work 
assignment. Situational awareness must be maintained throughout the night to work 
safely. 
 
DRIVING:  Driving, especially at night, continues to be one of the greatest hazards 
on this fire.  Keep your speeds down and drive defensively. Road hazards of rolling 
material are common on roads in the fire area.  Watch out for crews working on or 
near the roads. Park your vehicle wisely keeping roads clear and escape routes open. 
 
HYDRATION:  We may tend to drink less at night.  Stay well hydrated and check 
the welfare of your assigned people. 
 
FATIGUE:  Pace yourself.  Think about what you are going to do before you do it.  
Ensure that ALL your assigned personnel have quality day sleeping arrangements.  
Check the health and welfare of your people often.  Make sure they get plenty of 
rest, and ensure their aches and pains are taken care of.  Preventative maintenance 
does prevent injuries.
