	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Only three fires were mapped by IR tonight due to limited availability of IR ships.  Those three were:  Little Grider, Tom Martin and Elk.  
On Little Grider, the fire had grown to the edge and possibly the outside of the box.  There was an odd heat signature on the east edge.  It appeared to be superheated gases or something.  There may be heat on the ground too, but it was not possible to tell.  That area was mapped in a separate shapefile called Possible Superheated Gas.  Feedback on what was on the ground would be appreciated.  The size is 314 acres by IR.
The Tom Martin fire had only isolated heat sources.  While it was possible to draw a perimeter around tonight's heat sources, it was difficult to tell how or if it connected to the nearby perimeter from the IR on the night of 7/13/07, so they were left as a separate perimeters.  

The Elk fire has grown about 200 acres to 560 acres, and appears to have run up the ridge to the north.  There appears to be a smaller, separate fire to the south on the other side of the Elk Creek drainage, it is about 23 acres.
