	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

There was no heat detected near the Tom Martin fire tonight.  Also no heat detected in the small fire to the NW of Little Grider (possible Tennessee).
The heat on Little Grider is backing down the hill in all directions, but does not appear to have crossed the creek on the west side of the fire.  IR acres are 636.
The heat on the Titus fire has crossed Titus Creek and has reached the top of the ridge to the east and north east of the fire.  On the east and northeast edges, it appears that the heat has crossed the ridge and is backing down into the next drainage (Malone Creek).  Size calculated from the IR perimeter is 1408 acres.

The heat on the Elk fire has reached the ridge on the NNW side of the fire.  On the north edge, it appears to have begun backing down into the next drainage.  The heat also appears to have crossed Hummingbird Creek to the SE.  IR acres are 930.  IR shows the Hummingbird fire to be 44 acres.
King Creek 2 has grown to 1464 acres by IR.  It has backed down to the river on the west and has crossed Coon Creek to the NE.  It appears to be about 2/3 to 3/4 of the way up to the ridge to the north of Coon Creek.  The heat has also back down in to the upper reaches of the Independence Creek drainage.
Wingate IR heat perimeter shows 210 acres.
