	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

The Wingate, Titus and King Creek 2 fire appear to growing toward each other.  Most of the fires increased acreage significantly.  Elk appeared to have the smallest increase in heat perimeter.

Little Grider has advanced downhill to the SW toward the structures in xxxx Jack Creek.  There is now heat on the south side of the creek on the southwest side of the fire, in the bottom of the drainage.  On the north, there is now a lot of heat on the north side of Perkins Gulch and there appears to be a good-sized spot on that side also.  Little Grider now shows 1205 acres by IR.
There is an unusual heat signature from the road in the bottom of the drainage to the Titus fire.  Perhaps a burnout operation?  This fire is now very close to both the Wingate and the King Creek 2 fires.  It now shows 1909 acres by IR.  There is now heat on the north side of the ridge at the top of the Titus Creek drainage.  

Wingate now has heat all the way to the top of the ridg on the SE toward the Titus fire.  There are several isolated sections of heat to the northeast in the next drainage.  Wingate has spread a considerable distance to the NNE.  The fire is now 865 acres by IR.

Kings Creek 2 has grown to 2735 acres by IR and appears to be approaching the Titus and Wingate fires.  The heat spread is primarily to the NE.  It has crossed Tinkham Creek and over the ridge to the NW.  It appears to be backing down into Middle Creek and there is a spot between Middle Creek and the SW Edge of the Titus fire, at the base of the slope.
Hummingbird and Elk both grew to the north.  The heat on Elk is continuing to back down the ridge.
