	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

There was very little heat detected tonight, but there were a number of heat sources outside of the Incident Perimeter.  The "Incident Perimeter" portrayed on the maps is the perimeter from the FIMT personal geodatabase on the ftp site for July 18th.

Fewer heat sources were detected on the Little Grider fire than were detected during the last IR Flight.  There were two sets of heat sources outside of the incident perimeter.  One set was in Perkins Gulch on the north side of the fire and the other set was on the south facing slope above Perkins Gulch to the NE of the fire.  The latter location may have been the site of a burnout operation?

Only two areas of heat detected on the Titus fire, both on the south end of the fire very near (inside and outside) the perimeter.
Wingate had a fair number of heat sources, with about half of them outside of the incident perimeter.

There were a number of heat sources on the King Creek 2 fire.  One source was on the outside of the incident perimeter on the south side of the fire, on the ridge between the Klamath River and King Creek.

No heat sources were detected on the Hummingbird fire.  

Several heat sources were detected on the Elk fire, with only one heat source outside of the perimeter on the north side of the fire.

No heat detected on within the Clear fire perimeter (incident perimeter) and also no heat detected on the small fire to the WNW of Wingate at 41 44' 22" N and -123 28' 34" W.
