	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

Only one heat source detected on the Elk fire.  No heat detected on the Hummingbird fire.  

Little Grider had interior heat only.

Wingate, Titus and King Creek 2 fires had a fair amount of heat and some perimeter expansion.  There were areas where the heat didn't appear to be connected to the main fire.  These were mapped as separate pieces of perimeter.  They could be spot fires, heat from burnout operations, or areas where the fire perimeter has expanded but left no residual heat between tonight's heat and the previous perimeter.
