Near the origin and along the northwest edge of the fire, there were places where the perimeter may actually be further out from where it is now.  There was not enough heat showing in the imagery to accurately place the perimeter.  On the north edge of the fire, it appears that the fire was either spotting a lot, or had burned through very light fuels.  There was scattered heat, but no discernible heat perimeter.
