ASH PIT HAZARDS 
Ash pits are an inherent and invisible risk to wildland firefighters that can cause severe burns and 
injuries. Ash pits are created when organic combustibles consume underground and empty space 
is created that is undetectable from the surface. 

  

 Environmental factors that increase the risk of ash pit formation after a wildfire:  

• Extensive root systems of trees and shrubs. 
• Deep duff or peat, the organic layer covering mineral soil. 
• Landscapes that have once been cultivated or manipulated by heavy equipment ie, old 

dozer piles, sawmills, timber sale yards or decking areas. 
• Small rodent holes that have become filled with decadent combustible debris ie, beaver 

holes near dams and stream beds, Badger and Coyote dens.  
• White ash is sometimes an indicator as are groups of hovering insects. 

  

 Mitigation measures to consider:  

• Identification of high risk landscape. 
• Identify and flag all hazardous discovered ash pits.

 The 5-D System for Effective Waterbars 

When locating and building waterbars, place them the right distance apart, at a 
diagonal to the fireline, so that they divert, then discharge, then dissipate the 
energy of the flowing water. Be sure to make them deep enough so they'll be durable,  
and that soil does not block the water bar outlet.  
 
Recommended spacing for waterbars on firelines. 
 

 
Fireline slope  

Waterbars should be at least 2 
pulaski widths wide and 12-24 
inches high.
