	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Thermal imagery for this mission was acquired by Kolob Air using a FireMapper 2.0 system.  Imagery was acquired at approximately 1200 PDT.  Five strips were flown for the area of interest.  The imagery was much sharper in overall tone and contrast, an improvement from the previous day's acquisition.
The incident has not had time to refine the initial IR perimeter with ground observations, so the 6/29 perimeter was used as the starting point for the 6/30 intepretation.  As with the first interpretation, the northern perimeter of the fire was easy to update.  The southern perimeter was better, but there is still some uncertainty in the exact location.  This is due in part to the area the fire is in, a mixture of sparse and dense timber, with a lot of recent logging activity.  A dry thunderstorm after the 6/29 IR flight pushed the fire to the north and northeast.

The GISS said there were no major issues with the 6/29 perimeter.
