	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
No change in perimeter apparent.  No areas of intense heat in image, but valleys are again under a marine layer.  There are three isolated heat sources, two within the perimeter, but a third one is located about 1/3 mile WEST of the perimeter and WEST of South Fork Bear Creek, on a ridge in section 16 just east of Horse Ridge Road.  This should be investigated.  Might want to keep this fire on the flight plan for another night, depending on what this heat source turns out to be.  Marine layer obscures much of the area.
