FSPro Basis for Analysis: 
· FSPro Analysis – 10 day starting 21 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· FSPro analyst stated this is an older FSPro spread due to no new perimeter data available; results may under-represent values-at-risk.
· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The fire is located on the Six Rivers National Forest proximate to the Humboldt/Trinity County boundary 4 miles SW of the community of Burnt Ranch.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 10-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-directional spread with greater potential for runs to the N in the lower probability zones (1-20%).
· Communities threatened:
· Burnt Ranch: 4 miles NE of the mapped perimeter outside all FSPro zones.
· Major Infrastructure:
· Highways, Major Roads: none identified per available data
· Communication Towers: none identified per available data
· Oil and Gas Pipelines: none identified per available data
· Powerlines: run E/W through the 1-5% FSPro zone  2 miles  S of the mapped perimeter.

· ICS-209 indicates habitat loss for key fisheries and faunal species in addition to substantial smoke contribution to the North Coast Air Basin.  Plantation loss is expected to be significant
