I was provided a new perimeter map tonight at about 0445.
There wasn’t any intense heat along the north perimeter.  The heat spots were scattered throughout the fire and some were outside the new perimeter.  I wasn’t able to provide a new perimeter on the northeast part of the fire as it wasn’t clear were to put the line.  There were some intense areas inside and outside the new perimeter.  The northeast corner appears to be the most active at the time of the flight.
The fire probably increased more than five acres if the new perimeter could have be determined on the northeast corner of the fire.
