Archaeological Guidelines
for the Shasta Lightning Complex
Shasta County, CA

. Sites known by the archaeologist will be marked with red plastic flagging tape.

. Be on the lookout for unmarked prehistoric archaeological sites. These sites may include
village sites that include dark midden soils and circular housepit depressions; seasonal
camps marked by the presence of shiny black obsidian flakes and/or white-colored
freshwater mussel shells; and hunting camps containing obsidian and basalt flakes.

. Be on the lookout for unmarked historic archaeological sites. These sites may include old
cabins and homesteads now marked by the presence of foundations, wells, and can
dumps. Also present is early infrastructure related to the PG&E hydro-electric system.

. Look for these unmarked prehistoric and historic sites in flat areas, especially adjacent to
the Pit River, streams, and springs.

. Avoid ground disturbing activities within archaeological sites where possible. If you
can’t avoid, minimize ground disturbance as much as possible, only clearing the surface
to as minimal a depth as necessary. Try to go around sites with dozers rather than
through them. Flag the site for continued avoidance during Fire Suppression Repair
activities.

. If you find artifacts leave them in place. Some artifacts may have been intentionally
placed for religious or ceremonial reasons.

. If possible, note locations of discovered artifacts, features, and/or sites on a map. Better
yet take a GPS reading. Leave information for the archaeologist with the Plans Unit.

. While protection of non-renewable cultural resources is important, firefighter safety
is even more important. Protect archaeological sites where you can but do not
jeopardize firefighter safety or risk losing control of the incident when site
protection is considered.

REHABILITATION

It is time to begin planning for the fire suppression repair efforts. A fire suppression repair plan
will be developed for each of the fires within the SHU Lightning Complex. To accomplish our
goals we need to identify problem areas, prescribe the needed work, and ensure that the work is
completed.

In an effort to identify problem areas we have created the attached form for use by the Branches
and Divisions. As noted on the form, items to consider include: fences and gates damaged
during the incident; road and watercourse crossings repairs; culverts and watercourses needing
cleanout; fire breaks in need of waterbarring; trash and equipment pickup.

Use the attached form(s) to document locations where repair work may be necessary. Use maps
to show locations. Return forms to the Suppression Repair Unit at the end of your shift.

Maximum driving duration for federal resources will not exceed 10 hours/person/day.

1V. RESPONSIBILITIES

Unit Leaders will declare resources excess to their Section Chief. Section Chiefs will declare excess resources to the Demob Unit. Include the date and time the
resources will be surplus, their position on the incident and any transportation needs. **Use the General Message Form (ICS-213) or Team release form to list
all surplus resources. Send to the RESOURCE UNIT.

V. RELEASE PROCEDURES

A. Functional Heads (i.c. Section Chiefs and Unit leaders) are responsible or determining resources “Excess” to their needs and submitting the list
to the Planning Section. This must be done 24 hours in advance of anticipated release in order to Notify North Ops of planned demobilization
and to allow a proactive approach to reassignments or releases to the home units. The lists will provide the following information about the
resource:

ETD

Travel time (including rest and meals if necessary)
Destination

Availability for reassignment (if not available, provide valid reason)
If flying, nearest Jetport and Social Security Number

B. RESL will determine if there is a need at the incident that the Excess resource can fill. If no incident reassignments are necessary, the resource
will be declared “Surplus” to the incident.

C. DMOB will combine the approved surplus resource lists to create “Pending” resource lists to be submitted to the forest or agency dispatch for
confirmation. DMOB will work with the resources and supply units so that the resource status board and resource orders can be kept up to date.

D. When aresource status has been confirmed by dispatch and NOPS. DMOB will notify the resource so that check-out may begin.

E. The Crew Leader or individual will take the Demobilization Check-out form to:
COML (to confirm that radio equipment is returned)
SUPL (to confirm all non-expendable property is returned)
GSUL (to inspect, clean and repair vehicles)
TIML (to confirm all time reporting documents are complete)
DOCL (to hand in logs or ratings)

F. DMOB will be the last stop in the press release process and:
