WEATHER DISCUSSION: An unstable weather pattern is expected over the weekend. Updated spot
weather forecasts should be requested from the NWS in Sacramento due to the possibility of t-storms:

For Friday expect similar conditions to what was observed Thursday with another warm and dry day.
However by late in the operational period some increasing high clouds and cumulus clouds may form

East of the fire, over the Sierra Crest. On Saturday there will be about a 5% chance of showers and
thunderstorms over the Yuba Fire as any convection that fires over the Sierra Crest may drift down into the
foothills. Any storms will likely be wet and at the very least Saturday will feature cloudy skies with daytime
highs only in the 80s. The very slight chance of showers and thunderstorms stays in the forecast through
Sunday but the more likely scenario is just partly to mostly cloudy skies with seasonable temperatures.
General winds will be from the south and mainly light through the weekend.

WEATHER FORECAST For Friday: Mostly sunny....warm and dry.

HIGH TEMPERATURES: 85-95...little change from Thursday.
MINIMUM HUMIDITY: 15-25%...locally 25-30% shaded slopes along the river...little change.
20 FT WINDS:

RIDGETOP — Southwest 5-10 mph gusts 15 mph in the afternoon.

SLOPES - Light then up-canyon 3-7 mph this afternoon.

Friday Night: Partly cloudy. Lows 60-70. Minimum RH 50-60%. Southwest ridge winds 5-10 mph
shifting to southeast after midnight. Light down-canyon winds 1-4 mph.

Saturday: Partly to mostly cloudy with a 5% chance of showers or thunderstorms but storms will be likely
over the higher terrain. Any storms will likely be wet. Highs in the mid 80s. Minimum RH 30-40%.
Southerly winds 6-12 mph...local gusts 20 mph should any storms pass nearby.

Saturday Night: Partly to mostly cloudy with a 5% chance of showers and wet thunderstorms. Low around
60 with good RH recovery to 80%. Southerly winds 5-10 mph...gusts to 15 mph possible.

Sunday: Partly to mostly cloudy with a 5% chance of showers and wet thunderstorms. Highs 80-85.
Minimum RH 30-40%. Southwest winds 6-12 mph.

Sunday Night: Mostly clear. Low around 60. Maximum RH 60-80%. Southwest winds 5-10 mph on the
ridges but light down-canyon in the drainages.

Unsettled conditions are forecasted for the next several days with the potential for thunderstorm
development and associated weather activity.

Fire Behavior General: Fire behavior over the last few days has primarily been limited to isolated burn
down of heavy fuels and the continued consumption understory fuels that remain within recently fired areas.
This fire activity will diminish over the next few days as mop up operations clean up any remaining hot

spots.

Fuels remaining within the fire area consist of partially burned timber and hardwood vegetation where active
fire didn’t consume all of the available fuels. Re-burn is not expected however continue to monitor the fire
area for high risk areas, especially the Yuba River Canyon.

Terrain within the Yuba River Canyon is extreme with some slopes near the Yuba River in excess 100%.
These slopes have the potential to support roll outs and hard slope runs — the dominate driver of fire behavior
of this fire. If fire gets established outside control lines in the canyon, hard slope runs can be expected.

Watch for Fire Damaged Trees and Stump Holes
SPECIFIC:

Divisions A, B, & Z: South Aspect. Grass and oak woodlands with scattered stands of timber and heavy
brush. Relatively mild terrain.

Divisions C & D: South and West Aspect. Ponderosa Pine and mixed conifer timber stands and brush fields
over steeper terrain. Extremely steep terrain.

Branch L. & M: North Aspect. Some mixed conifer timber stands. Grass and oak woodlands intermixed
with older brush fields of oak and Manzanita over the ridges and intermixed with timber in the canyons.

Ridges tend to be relatively flat with slopes ranging from 0-25%. Roll out activity remains possible in areas
fired over the last 72 hours.

AVIATION OPERATIONS: Visibility will be excellent with no impact to air operations expected.
SAFETY: Mop Up operations present unique risks. Watch out for fire damaged trees and hot stump

holes. Monitor the line for roll out activity and consider the potential for roll outs while working in
steep terrain.

* Fire Suppression Repair Plan

1. Objectives

This Fire Suppression Repair Plan was developed in a cooperative effort between CAL FIRE and the Bureau
of Land Management. The objective of the Suppression Repair Plan is to mitigate possible adverse effects to
resources resulting from fire suppression activities on the Yuba Fire, in a manner which does not compromise
firefighter safety. The mitigations described within this plan have been developed fo apply to constructed fire
lines, watercourse crossings, access roads, drop points, heli-spots and any other locations disturbed by fire
suppression activities. A Repair Specialist will be assigned to ensure that work is done as required and
according to the Emergency Fire Suppression Repair Plan. Additional specialists or equipment may be used
if the need arises. Specialists will release equipment from the area when their work is completed. '

Il. General Repalr Guidelines

A. Helispots/Staging Areas/Safety Zones - :

1) Re-contour to the original slope as requested by the Repair Specialist.

2) Remove soil, and/or breach berms so that runoff can be dissipated. Cross drain these areas to effectively
dissipate water runoff. .

3) Place disturbed vegetation, brush and trees, piled during line construction, on the surface of safety zones
and open areas. This may be done with equipment or hand crews.

B. Roads

1) Repair roads to pre-fire condition as requested by the Repair Specialist.

2) Re-establish existing berms where applicable.

3) Breach berms to facilitate drainage, where applicable.

4) Clean culverts plugged with soil and rock resulting from fire road use.

5) Remove all slash and debris from culvert inlets/outiets.

6) Blading or grading of roads may be necessary. Grading shall be done after all suppression repair work is
completed for areas accessed by the roads being graded.

7) Where vegetative material was cut and deposited adjacent to permanent roads it shall be lopped and
scattered to a depth within 30" of the soil surface. , :

C. Firslines; Hand and Dozer

install waterbars as described in the guidelines below. Waterbars are designed to intercept, slow and spread
the precipitation run-off in order to reduce sediment transport and soil erosion. The idea is to move water off
the fireline before it can build up enough energy to erode and transport sediment. Re-establish waterbars and
rolling dips using pre-fire locations. Flatten berms along fire lines to match natural contours. Utilize cut
vegetation for erosion control on steep dozer and hand lines. '

Waterbar Guidelines:

1) Spacing: These spacing distances should be used as a guide. Judgment should be used in locating
waterbars to minimize erosion potential. It may not be possible or necessary to place waterbars in steep
or rocky areas. Install water-bars at the following recommended minimum intervals:

" Fire line Gradient | Minimurm DiStance Between Water-Bars
Oto 10 200
111025 100
25+ 50




2) Location: Locate waterbars at natural slope breaks or to take advantage of natural features when
possible. Direct water to unburned areas, and/or resistant surfaces with high vegetation cover when
possible. Waterbars should extend beyond the width of the trail and discharge into undisturbed areas,
rocky ground, or filter areas well protected with slash and vegetative cover. V

3) Depth and Width: Waterbars need to be cut into the ground surface; do not simply push up soil. On -
dozer constructed line waterbar depths should be at least 6 inches; total height from bottom of ditch to
top of waterbar should average at least 12 inches and not exceed 24 inches. On hand constructed line
waterbar depths shouid be at least 4 inches; total height from bottom of ditch to top of water-bar should
average at least 8 inches and not exceed 18 inches. The width of the waterbar channel should be
enough to handle expected water flows and to avoid plugging when a normal amount of sloughing

Occurs.

4) Angle: Determine the average gradient in percent slope of the fire line being waterbarred. Add 5 to the
average gradient. This approximates the arigle in degrees for the water bar. Do not install water bars
at an angle steeper than 45 degrees as this will increase water velocity rather than slow it down.

D. Watercourses

1) Watercourse crossings shall be dipped to original configuration. Straw mulch or native vegetation shall be
placed at 90% coverage for a distance of 30"-50" each side of watercourse crossings, but not in the channel
itself. Waterbreaks shall be installed on each side of channel to divert flow off of frails prior to entering
watercourse channel.

2) Remove all soil and debris that was placed in any stream channel. A Repair Specialist will review the site
far acceptability prior to mulching or native vegetation placement. If all foreign material cannot be removed
with heavy equipment, the material shall be removed by hand. The excavated stream channel shall be
wider than the natural channel. The approaches to the crossing shall be sloped back to prevent future stream
bank failure.’ ' ‘

E. Archaeological or Historic Sites (if discovered)

1) All sites and potential sites shall be flagged and avoided.

2) Impacted sites will be reported to the Suppression Repair Specialist as soon as possible.

3) If sites are encroached upon, work will stop immediately and the Division/Group Supervisor or
Suppression Repair Specialist will be notified. ‘

F. Other Repair Concerns

1) Remove all trash from fire lines and other affected areas.

2) Repair, broken, damaged fences, and/or gates damaged as the result of the fire control operations will be
repaired. (Note: Extent and condition of damage should be documented prior to repairs.) :

3) Grade and water roads, as needed, that were used during fire control operations. Roads should be out-
sloped with rolling dips where degradation of the road prism has resuted from fire control operations.

4) Limit access for off road vehicles by placing brush and or slash where fire lines intercept roads.
