	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Mapped initial perimeter, although there were areas that had cooled off with the exception of some isolated heat sources.  These areas may be within a the "whole" fire perimeter although most of the areas did not display heat to piece together into the heat perimeter.  The heat perimeters that was mapped all display intense heat, mostly along the edges indicating moving or creeping fire.  There are also areas that have scattered heat.  These areas display many isolated heat sources but were mapped as scattered heat to avoid high concentrations of isolated heat within the same area.  All isolated heat sources where given X/Y coordinates, so Operations may download into GPS and navigate to these areas. 
Note:  included are some questionable isolated heat sources that are south of the fire.  These areas seemed to be campfires or within populated areas 4 to 10 miles south of the fire.
