	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Incorporated GISS 8/16 perimeter updates and merged with previous night's IR heat perimeters as a base to start tonight's interpretation.   The perimeter increased 451 acres after incorporating the perimeter edits mentioned above.  Most of the growth was along the southeastern edge of the fire with some to the east and northeastern edge.  There is a new perimeter to the east of the fire north of the river that display's intense heat.  The area to the west of that new perimeter btween the main fire also seemed as it had burned, although I did not map (would have liked to have the color imagery to aid in interpretation).  There are also two perimeter increases to the north and northeast of the fire that display intense heat.  Most of the intense heat is evident in areas were the fire is growing, with the exception of an area within the interior (approxiamately middle north section of the fire).  There are isolated heat sources within and outside of the fire perimeter.  Most of the isolated heat sources that are outside the fire perimeter are associated with the increases to the east and northeastern edges of the fire.  All isolated heat sources where given X/Y coordinates, so Operations may download into GPS and navigate to these areas. 
Note:  Tonight's imagery also displayed some questionable isolated heat sources (two questionable heat spots) that are south of the fire.  These areas seemed to be campfires or within populated areas and where left out of the isolated heat source shapefile.
