	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Incorporated GISS 8/19 perimeter updates and merged with previous night's IR heat perimeters as a base to start tonight's interpretation.   Adjusted perimeter to match GISS updates identifying areas that did not display heat on all previous nights’ imagery.  There was no perimeter increase (A difference of 5 acres between GISS updated perimeter and tonight’s heat perimeter update is areas that previously displayed heat on the imagery).  
Last night's imagery only displayed isolated heat sources within the interior of the fire.  All isolated heat sources where given X/Y coordinates, so Operations may download into GPS and navigate to these areas.  Scattered heat was also used to map an area that had high concentrations of isolated heat sources within the eastern edge of the fire.
