Division F:  There is still intense heat noted east and below Div E / F break.                                                                Isolated heat was noted Southeast of Red Cap Lake within the fire area along a little spur ridge.
Division G: There was no detectable heat 
Division H: There was intense heat noted in the drainage just west of the county line.
Division E: There is isolated heat noted east of the Forest Boundary still within the fire area.
Division P: There was growth noted within the Division and isolated heat along the Horse Linto Creek still within the main fire area.
Division Q: There was isolated heat noted just above the control line and there was less detectable heat compared to last night’s flight. 
Branch V: There appears to be heat at or maybe across Solider Creek on the Eastside of the main fire. There is more detectable heat noted compared to last nights flight.
