	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
This is the first night the fire has been flown, so no changes in acerage. No Areas of intense heat were observed in the fire perimeter or vicinity.  By and large the fire had wide spread scattered heat throughout the interior with the heavest concentration being to the north and east of Summit Hill. This area being the NNW end of the fire also had fingers of isolated heat, and scattered near the west flank.

Continuing south in the cottage creek area the heat becomes more isolated. There is an area of isolated heat near the perimeter on the ridge south of this creek.
In the extreme south a spot was detected outside the perimeter WSW of rocky point.

On the south east flank a couple spots also detected near marys ravean east of granddad peak.
