	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fewer areas of concentrated scattered heat observed tonight. No change in the perimeter and no intense areas of heat detected.

The Fire had a few areas of isolated heat and most was well in the perimeter.

To the north, East of summit hill, there was a couple spots 200-300’ from the line inside the perimeter.

East of summit hill ranch and down slope towards the reservoir several spots detected,  again well inside the perimeter.

Further south between cottage creek and the North Yuba River there's isolated heat in the middle of for the fire area but again nothing close to the line. The only exception would be an isolated spot at the extreme south end in a saddle above klensendorf point.

In sum, a couple spots detected of note would be in the area east of summit hill  and another  above klensendorf point.

Elsewhere the heat was in the interior, isolated, and disorganized.
