Starting June 11, Butte County experienced the Humboldt Fire which threatened Chico and burned east into the community of Paradise.  Resident’s in Paradise were evacuated and just returning to their homes when the lightning occurred and once again threatened them.  The numerous fire starts caused by the lightning immediately threatened the Concow Lake, Butte Meadows and Jarbo Gap area and residents were under immediate evacuation order for 6 days.  All evacuation orders were lifted by July 6 just to be initiated again when the wind event occurred on July 8.  This prompted evacuation orders for residents of Concow, Yankee Hill, Paradise and Magalia again.  This round of evacuations displaced residents for another 4-5 days.
Communities along the Trinity River corridor were threatened by various fires in the Iron Complex throughout the siege.  Evacuations were primarily advisory however mandatory evacuations were initiated for the Junction City communities starting June 25 thru June 26 and lifted June 28 as the Eagle Fire became more active. Voluntary evacuations were once again initiated around July 16 and became mandatory for the outlying areas of Junction City (Red Hill Road, Coopers Bar, Dutch Creek, Evan’s Bar, & Soldier Creek) as concerns for ingress/egress occurred on 7/17 – 7/21?).  Mandatory evacuation orders were also in effect for Cedar Flat (7/12-15), Fisher Ranch (7/9) and Corral Bottom (7/17 thru at least 7/21).

6/25 -  Communities affected by smoke from the American River Complex include Auburn, Nevada city, Grass Valley, Foresthill, Colfax, Truckee and Reno

6/26 thru 28 – Air quality health issues are currently affecting the I-80 corridor from Reno to Auburn – American river complex

6/29 – Cub Complex 209 reports that Chester has been enveloped by smoke

7/9 – Smoke once again affecting communities on I -80 corridor from Auburn to Lake Tahoe to Reno from the American River Complex.

7/16 – Smoke and haze continue to impact nearby communities however air quality has improved with less active fire behavior on the American River complex
