	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Very small areas of heat perimeter growth detected tonight.  The incident appears cooler than in the previous mission's imagery.  The actual area burned may be greater than the mapped heat perimeter, as there appear to be light fuels under the canopy that may have burned and cooled off before the IR flights, and thus were not detectable.  The main areas of heat perimeter growth were on the east and northeast parts of the fire, below Angora Mountain and the ridge to the NW of Angora Mountain.  There were several very small areas of intense heat mapped, along the NW part of the fire, mainly in the SE corner of section 13.  The rest of the heat was scattered or isolated.  A series of isolated heat sources were detected along the knob to the SW of Angora Mountain near the elevation marked as 9208 on the map. 
No heat was detected in the locations of the three isolated heat sources noted on the previous IR mission.
Also, the IR data for this flight and the flight for last night also included the area of the Fish fire.
