The fire appears to be east of the Middle Fork of the Stanislaus River, its appears to have come right down to the river in a few spots.
The Northern portion of the fire shows intense heat moving to the north east and along the river and to the east approaching Hwy 108. There appears to be a isolated heat source northeast of the main fire below Sno-Park sign
Also a few spots outside the line along the eastern edge below Hwy 108. These have been marked with Lat and Longs.

There is also intense heat and spread to the Southeast and appears to be above Cow Creek.
